HOW TO OVERCOME TEMPTATION



1. Take responsibility

No one undergoing a trial should say, “I am being tempted by God,” since God is not
tempted by evil, and he himself doesn’t tempt anyone. But each person is tempted when he
is drawn away and enticed by his own evil desire.
